Dear Mrs. Krongold,
The gift you sent for little Eliezer reached me two hours before we sailed and so I could not answer and acknowledge it right away. I waited until I had reached Palestine and the Kibbutz so that I could in addition to a general letter let you know of what has been happening here.  We arrived two weeks ago. After a few visits to some interesting places, we finally reached home. If we found Palestine as a whole changed and better, than so all the more so in Ein Hashofet.
When we left, two years ago – Hityashvut was but a fond dream. Now, we found a blooming settlement. Houses have been built, fields have been plowed and cultivate, forests and gardens have been planted. And now there is a road up to Ein Hashofet that is almost completed. It is the same road where our comrades fell. We have a constant guard on it, day and night, and so we are no longer cut off from the rest of the world the way we were last year. Tremendous progress has been made here – in more than a year work has been done that in regular times would have taken two or three times as long to carry out. We have worked hard to complete all the tasks, to really become rooted into the soil and to avoid any further accident. Despite the hard work, people seem to be feeling well. The children too are thriving and have all gained weight and strength since they have come to live in Ein Hashofet. The climate is good. Everyone feels that despite the difficulties, this is home. 

I brought your message to the Kibbutz and needless to say they all were glad to hear from you. We really hope that you can come to visit us soon and see for yourself all the things that have been done. The baby is fine – a strong and healthy baby that deserved the name we gave it. Since I don’t happen to have a picture handy, and want to get this letter off to you, I'll send you this letter without a picture of him. Chanah tells me that she wrote you and also sent you a picture of him. I promise to write you again soon. Please let us hear from you, even if it is but a few lines. You are still one of our mothers.
