RESOLUTION OF EPHRAIM TICKTIN
The Nominating Convention of the Detroit Chapter American Jewish Congress, meeting at Cass Technical High School on Tuesday evening, May 31, expresses the sympathy of the Jewish community of Detroit, through accredited delegates speaking for 140 organizations with a membership of 34,000, to the family of the late Ephraim Ticktin of blessed memory who died a martyr's death in Ein Hashophet, Palestine, on April 7.

Ephraim Ticktin represents the supreme sacrifice made by the Detroit Jewish community towards the upbuilding of the Jewish National Home in the face of untold handicaps and interferences by Israel's antagonists. The hurt and the loss is not alone that of the Ticktin family but of all Detroit Jews, nay, of all Israel. Ephraim Ticktin represented the flower of our youth who, selected for the task of redeeming Zion and making it the home for wandering Israel, have left behind them a life of luxury and have selected the hardy road of the pioneer with the view of making the future of the Jewish people more secure. Offered countless opportunities to return to the security of America, Ephraim Ticktin's, one reply was: "The colony's sheep, our trees, our future, demands that I remain here. My destiny lies with the Jewish Pioneers. Out of this destiny will emerge a new life for the People Israel."
It is such heroism which should spur us on to greater effort.

The Nominating Convention of the Detroit Branch of the American Jewish Congress, in its expression of sympathy to the survivors of the Ephraim Ticktin, reaffirms the determination of the Jewish people to carry on the sacred and historic task in Palestine in spite of all difficulties placed in the path of our pioneers.

From this convention session we wish to send out a message of cheer and a pledge of untiring cooperation to the Jewish pioneers in Palestine, through the Vaad Leumi, the National Council of the Jewish Community of Palestine. At the same time we call upon the British Government in London and its administration in Palestine to provide adequate protection for the Jewish community in Eretz Israel and to make it possible for the Jewish settlers to defend themselves against ruthlessness. Only a firm stand such as the Jewish people has urged again and again upon the British administration will make it possible for peace to rule again in Zion.
